The following is a summary of the proposed technical corrections to the Local Bankruptcy Rules for the Middle District of Tennessee. Most of the proposed changes are renumberings required by the May 2003 revisions to the Uniform Local Rule Numbering System promulgated by the Judicial Conference of the United States. A few of the technical corrections clarify or deal with mistakes in the overhaul of the Local Bankruptcy Rules that occurred in April 2003.

It is now re-enacted.
